Donkey Kong is an old arcade video game. It was the first video game to have more than one screen. Donkey Kong was made in 1981 by Nintendo. Your man named "Mario" had to climb up steel ladders and ramps. Mario had to save his girlfriend "Pauline". She was prisoner of a giant ape called "Donkey Kong". Donkey Kong rolled barrels down the ramps at Mario. If a barrel hit Mario, he was killed.
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	Nintendo was a Japanese company that made playing cards. In 1980, a video game called Space Invaders became very popular. Nintendo wanted to make a game like it. It made a game called "Radarscope". Radarscope was not popular. Nintendo could not sell many games. It had a warehouse full of game cabinets. An employee named Shigeru Miyamoto got the job to think of a new game. The new game could use these extra cabinets. 

Miyamoto was an artist and a designer. He made pictures for game cabinets. He was not a computer programmer. This was okay. Nintendo thought artists made better games. Nintendo gave Miyamoto the job to design his own game. 

Miyamoto made a game about the Popeye cartoon, a cartoon about an ugly sailor and a beautiful woman. Miyamoto's boss rejected his game. His work on Popeye made him think of a game about a beauty and a beast. Miyamoto came up with an idea for a game about a giant gorilla. The gorilla escaped from his owner. The gorilla did not like his owner. His owner kept him in a cage. To punish his owner, the ape kidnapped his owner's girlfriend and 


climbed a building. He called it "Donkey Kong".
The game's name "Donkey Kong" comes from "King Kong". King Kong is a famous movie about a giant ape. A "donkey" is a very stubborn animal. The game designer Miyamoto picked "donkey" because he wanted a name that would imply the ape's stubbornness.

	People in Nintendo's New York office thought the name "Donkey Kong" was so stupid people would refuse to play the game. They were wrong. The game sold 65,000 units, nearly a record for its time. The New York office did, however, think up the Mario name.

Many people in the New York office thought the character resembled their Italian landlord. Can you guess what the landlord's name was? Right, Mario!

Video Game Terminology

Joystick: A stick ("game controller") that lets you move your character around in the game.

Quarter: Arcade video games in North America usually cost 25 cents. A coin valued at 25 cents is called a quarter.

Credit: When you put a quarter in a video game, you get a credit. A credit lets you play one game. Sometimes people will put many quarters in a video game at the start, giving them many credits so they can play without interruption.

High Score: Most video games let players enter their name or initials on a "high score" screen so other players will know who they have to beat and what score they have to beat to be good.
Man: Also called a "life". The number of men or lives you get is equal to how many times you can die in the game before you have to put in another quarter or use another credit.
Game Over: Words that appear when your last man dies. The game stops.
Unit 2. Canadian Food

Canada is a young country. It does not have its own food. Korea has had thousands of years to develop its own national cuisine. Canada is a land made up of recent immigrants. Canadian food is really a mixture of the best from all over the world. Canadian food is Italian food, Greek food, Chinese food, and French food. Korean food is also not hard to find in Canada.

Koreans can call kimchi uniquely Korean. Canadians cannot point to a food and call it Canadian. Canadians think of certain restaurants as being Canadian. 

In Canada there is nothing more Canadian than donuts. Canadians eat a lot of donuts because not many restaurants are open late at night. If you need to hang out with your friends at 2 a.m., where can you go? In Canada, usually the only places open at 2 a.m. are donut shops. Donut shops became traditional gathering places for Canadians.

The most Canadian donut shop is Tim Hortons. Since this is Canada, it can be no surprise Tim Hortons was started by a hockey player. His name was Tim Horton. 
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	Tim Horton played hockey in Toronto. Toronto's team is called The Maple Leafs. He played hockey in the 1960s. Professional hockey players today make a lot of money. Most hockey players make between 100 million and a billion won a year. Even a short career can earn a hockey player enough money to last him a lifetime. Back in the 1960s hockey players 


were not paid a lot of money. During summer they needed another job.

Tim Horton loved donuts. His friend Ron Joyce was a police officer and he also loved donuts. Traditionally, Canadian police officers are known for their love of donuts. Together they started a donut shop called Tim Hortons. A hockey player and a police officer running a donut shop is "a match made in heaven", we say.

Their first donut store began in a Canadian city called Hamilton, Ontario. Hamilton is a very "blue collar" town. There are a lot of factories and steel mills. The city provided the perfect customer base for a donut shop.

	Since Tim Horton was a popular Canadian hockey player, his donut shop became famous. Soon Tim Horton and his partner Ron Joyce were opening up new stores all over Canada. In each store there hung a picture of Tim Horton in his Toronto Maple Leafs hockey jersey. This is similar to KFC which always has a statue of Colonel Sanders or McDonald's which always has a statue of Ronald McDonald.

Tim Horton was traded to another hockey team. He was traded to the Buffalo Sabers. Luckily, Buffalo, New York is close to Hamilton. Buffalo and Hamilton are only about an hour away by car.

Tim Horton did not move from Hamilton. There he managed his growing business. He experimented with new donut creations. He invented two donuts popular in Canada called the "Apple Fritter" and the "Dutchie".

When he had to play hockey, Tim Horton would drive to Buffalo to play. After a game, he would drive home. But tragedy struck. One night (February 21, 1974) on the highway Tim Horton fell asleep while driving. He crashed his car and he was killed. 
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After his death, Tim Horton's partner, the policeman Ron Joyce, took control of the company. Joyce expanded the donut chain to thousands of stores across Canada and the United States. Today, Tim Hortons sells over 600 billion won worth of donuts every year.

Iced Donut: A donut with a hole in the middle and a thick layer of icing like chocolate or vanilla is on top.
Glazed Donut: A donut with a hole in the middle and a thin layer ("glaze") of honey or sugary syrup on the top

	Cake Donut: A donut with a hole in the middle but it is heavy like cake, not light and fluffy like a normal donut.
Jelly: A square or round donut with no hole in the middle. The donut is filled with a fruit jelly or jam like raspberry.

Boston Cream: Like a jelly donut but filled with a sweet white cream and covered in a layer of chocolate icing.

Crueller: A very sweet, very crispy donut. The dough is twisted before it's made into a ring and it's usually dipped in a lot of honey. Most Canadians would list the crueller as one of their favorite donuts.

Apple Fritter: A fluffy donut without a hole. Pieces of apple and sugary cinnamon are in the doughnut.

Dutchie: A square donut without a hole. It's fluffy and its covered in honey and raisins.

Unit 3. Duran Duran, the New Romantics, and the Second British Invasion

Duran Duran is one of the most famous British musical groups from the early 1980s. They had a number of hit songs in the early '80s such as "Rio", "Hungry Like the Wolf", and "Girls on Film". 
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	Their debut album was called Duran Duran. Their second album was even more popular. It was called Rio.

Duran Duran was formed in 1978. They started in the working-class city of Birmingham, England. They started as a punk band. Later they changed their style to match a musical movement called the "New Romantics". The New Romantics were young, good-looking men who sang romantic 


ballads to a synth-pop beat. The New Romantics wore nice suits and narrow ties. They all had interesting haircuts.

Duran Duran became famous during the "Second British Invasion". British Invasion means British music suddenly becomes popular in America. The first British Invasion took place in the 1960s. It was led by The Beatles and The Rolling Stones. The Second British Invasion was led by bands like Duran Duran and the Thompson Twins.

What started the Second British Invasion was the music video. Before the 1980s, no one watched music videos. Music was only heard on the radio or on plastic vinyl records. This was before CDs and MP3s.

Many American girls watched these new music video TV shows. They would see good looking British musicians in these music videos and then buy the records.

	American record companies quickly understood bands with good looking musicians, like Duran Duran, could make a lot of money in North America. The bands were brought over to America. The Second British Invasion began. 
The New Romantics made increasingly stylish music videos which helped sell more and more records. Bands like Duran Duran helped introduce new techniques to music video production, like large sets, animation, and computer graphics. 

Before Duran Duran, music videos were very simple. Bands would film themselves singing on roof tops. In contrast, Duran Duran would set

their videos in exotic locations like Sri Lanka. Their videos would be like small movies, telling a story with the video while set to a song.
Duran Duran was known by the nickname "The Fab Five". This was a joke. The Beatles who were nicknamed "The Fab Four". Many felt Duran Duran were the New Beatles, meaning a band that

	would match The Beatles in popularity and historical importance. 
Duran Duran was comprised of five members: Simon LeBon, Nick Rhodes, John Taylor, Randy Taylor, and Roger Taylor. Although John, Randy, and Roger all shared the same last name, they were not brothers or related. It was just coincidence three people named Taylor formed a band together.
Simon LeBon was the lead singer. John Taylor was the bass player and he was considered the best looking member of the band. In the 1980s, most high school boys tried to imitate John Taylor's hairstyles.

Like The Beatles, Duran Duran eventually broke up. However, unlike The 


Beatles, Duran Duran proved not to be the most influential band to come out of the 1980s. But few people who grew up in the 1980s will soon forget Duran Duran.

1980s Music Terminology

LP: Short for "Long Play" record. Records were made from plastic. They were not digital. They were played on a turntable. LPs had two sides. Each side held about 30 minutes of music. LPs spin at 33 RPMs (revolutions per minute).

45: A small record that held one song on each side. So called because 45s spin at 45 RPMs on a turntable. Each side held about 4 minutes of music.
EP: Short for "Extended Play". EPs were records that were half way between an LP and a 45. At least one side of an EP featured a very long version of a song. 

Extended Mix: A longer version of a band's song, usually found on an EP. Songs for radio are normally 3-4 minutes long. An Extended Mix (sometimes called "an EP version") was usually 5-9 minutes long.
Turntable: Records were played on turntables or record players. A turntable spun the disk. An "arm" was lowered onto the record. On the bottom of the arm was a "needle" made from diamond. The needle followed the record's grooves and read little bumps in the grooves. The bumps were translated to music by the record player.
Other New Romantics Bands: Spandau Ballet, Flock of Seagulls, Haircut 100, Stephen "Tin Tin" Duffy, Blancmange, Style Council, Ultravox, and Roxy Music.

Unit 4. Ice Cream
Why do humans love ice cream? Milk fat is the simple answer. There is a more complex answer. Our early human ancestors did not know what food was good or bad. But our ancestors needed a lot of energy from food to survive. Life was about hunting. Life was also about not being killed. Many of our early human ancestors were killed by leopards and lions. 

So how did our ancestors know what food to eat? Food that tasted good was probably good to eat. Our sense of taste evolved to tell us food with a lot of fat was good tasting. Fat has a lot of energy (calories). Our brain also wanted us to avoid food that does not provide much energy, like vegetables. So vegetables do not taste as good as fatty food.

Today we have a lot of food. We have a lot of bad food. We know what we need to stay healthy. We know we should not eat too much ice cream. But who can say no to a bowl of creamy, yummy ice cream? Ice cream makes two parts of your brain fight. The smart part of your brain says "Don't eat ice cream. Eat a carrot." The older part of your brain sees ice cream and tells you "EAT! SURVIVE!"

Ice cream itself began as food fit for a king. Roman Emperors had servants bring ice from the mountains. The ice was mixed with fruit. Many Roman Emperors would probably recognize a dish of 팟빙수. An ice and milk was popular with a Chinese king who ruled between 618 and 697 A.D.
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	Western explorers to Asia brought this ice-and-milk dish back to Europe. European chefs changed the recipe. They did not mix the milk and ice. The ice was put around a pot to make the milk cold. The milk was stirred or whipped with a spoon. The ice-cold pot and the whipping made the milk hard. These "iced milk" dishes became popular in the royal courts of France and Italy.

In the 18th century, iced milk dishes began to get served in America. Iced milk became known as iced cream. Eventually the "d" was dropped and the dish became known as ice cream.


American ingenuity perfected ice cream. Americans realized ice was not cold enough to make really thick ice cream. Eventually they figured out they could add salt to the ice. The salt made the ice colder. Whipping the colder milk made the ice cream very rich and smooth.

At first hand-cranked buckets were invented to replace having to stir the ice cream with a spoon. To make ice cream on a large scale, Jacob Fussell opened the first true ice cream factory in Baltimore in 1851.

The ice cream cone was another important development. For a long time, ice cream was served in paper cone-shaped cups. In 1903, an Italian invented an edible ice cream cup. A year later an American invented an edible cone. The 1904 World's Fair in St. Louis, Missouri popularized the ice cream cone.

	The sundae came to us because of puritanical American laws in 1890. Soda fountain restaurants were popular hang outs. They served ice cream floats (a mixture of soda pop, ice cream, and flavored syrup). Many thought selling ice cream floats on Sunday was immoral. Laws in the USA were passed to prevent the selling of soda on a Sunday. People still wanted to enjoy ice cream so on Sundays soda fountain owners simply got around the letter of the law. They served a "sundae", an ice cream float without the soda. That is to say they served a dish of ice cream and flavored syrup.

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Unit 5. Urban Legends

What is an urban legend? Urban means "city". A legend is a story people tell. A legend is not true but it sometimes sounds true. So an urban legend is stories city people tell.

When people tell urban legends they usually say "this happened to a friend of a friend." The next person to tell the story repeats the story he heard from his friend and also says it happened to a friend of a friend. Here is a famous urban legend:

A young couple on a date decided they want to go some place to kiss. They drove their car to a lake late at night. While they were kissing in their car, they had the radio on. The romantic music was interrupted by a news report. An insane murderer had just escaped from a mental hospital located on the other side of the lake. He was very dangerous. He was also easy to recognize. He lost a hand a long time ago. In place of a hand he had a big silver deadly hook. The report said if anyone saw the man with the hook they should run away and call police.

When the couple heard this on the radio they got very scared. The girl begged her boyfriend to drive her home right that instant. Since she would not kiss him anymore, the boy knew he had to drive her home. He put the car in gear and drove away very quickly from the lake.

The boy pulled into the driveway of his girlfriend's house. He got out of his car and walked around to the passenger side to let his girlfriend out. He was a very polite boy. He reached down to open the car door when he saw caught in the door handle was a silver hook! There was some blood on the end of the hook! The insane killer was just about to open the car door and kill them! Luckily the boy drove away at the right time.
This story is not true but from time to time people start to tell it to each other as if it were true. Many urban legends are scary. Many urban legends are funny. 
Many urban legends get started about fast food restaurants to hurt business. There are urban legends about McDonald's. McDonald's fries its potatoes with worms or makes its hamburgers from kangaroo meat. Sometimes urban legends get told about a woman who ate some funny tasting chicken at KFC. When she was almost done eating it she discovered it wasn't a drum stick but a fried rat.
Some urban legends get started to hurt a famous celebrity. Sometimes stories will be told that a famous singer gives all his money to a racist organization like the KKK or the Nazi party. Sometimes stories are told a movie star is a Satanist.
Why do people tell urban legends? Legends were originally created to pass on important information. Before people could buy books or look up information on the Internet, story telling was the only way to tell people about important information. How was the world created? Why do tigers have stripes? What is bad to eat? What is dangerous? 

Important information can be hard to remember if it is boring. And no one wants to listen if what you say is boring. So legends were created to make the information easier to remember and make it easier for people to listen.

Many people thought legends would go away in our modern age because we have text books, libraries, TV, radio, and now the Internet. Modern technology has actually helped spread these legends further and more quickly than ever before. People now fax and email these stories. People who study legends didn't count on the need for humans to have important information told in fun ways. 

A doctor might tell you "don't eat too much fast food." But will you listen? If someone tells you fast food is cooked in worms or you might eat a fried rat if you eat too much KFC, you will probably listen better.

Why do people believe urban legends? People usually believe urban legends because they seem true ("plausible"), at first. And since a friend usually tells you an urban legend, you trust your friend. However, when you really think many urban legends don't make sense. Why would McDonald's use very expensive kangaroo meat in burgers? How could a worker at KFC pick up a rat, dip it in batter, and not notice it was, like, a freaking rat?

Unit 6. Mexican Food

Mexican food is a blend of many foods from different cultures. Mexican food comes from ancient South American Indian cooking. It also comes from Spain. Spain colonized much of Central and South America.

Koreans would probably enjoy Mexican food. Mexican food is made up of many of the same ingredients common in Korean cooking. Mexicans use a lot of chili, garlic, onions, sweet potato, and rice in their cooking.

Like Koreans, Mexicans are extremely proud about their food. Mexicans so love their food they eat five meals a day! 

Usually Mexicans have a strong coffee and a sweet roll in the morning. At 11 am they have a late breakfast of eggs, black beans, and roasted red peppers. At 2 pm, Mexicans eat lunch. North Americans and Koreans usually eat their biggest meal of the day at dinner time. Mexicans, however, eat their biggest meal of the day at lunch. 

After lunch, Mexicans don't go back to work. They take a small nap called a "siesta". They're not lazy. In Mexico the late afternoon is very hot. No one can get any work done. So they take a nap so they can work longer at night. At 7 pm Mexicans then take a coffee break. Like their first meal of the day, they'll have coffee and a pastry. After work they go home and have a small supper before bedtime. This is usually some soup and a taco.

	Tortilla

A tortilla is a thin disk of unleavened bread made from corn flour or wheat flour. It is baked on a hot surface. It is usually served with beans, ground meat, or cheese.
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	Tacos

Tacos are a hard, u-shaped tortilla shell made from corn flour. In the shell is placed spicy meat, lettuce, tomatoes, and sour cream. Tacos are very popular in North America because they're inexpensive, flavorful, and easy to eat.
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	Burrito

Burritos have many of the same fillings as tacos. Unlike the hard, u-shaped taco shell, burritos are made from a soft flour tortilla. The soft tortilla is wrapped around beans, cheese, and spicy ground meat.
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	Salsa

Salsa is the kimchi of Mexico. Salsa is put on everything. Salsa is a mixture of chili, sliced tomatoes, onions, and cilantro. Mexicans like very spicy salsa. Salsa has become a very popular condiment in North America. North Americans don't generally like very spicy food so milder salsas are sold in the USA and Canada. Some people have an expression, however. "Life is too short for mild salsa."

Jimmy "Superfly" Snuka
Jimmy Snuka was born in Fiji. He started wresting in 1969. Snuka got his famous nickname "Superfly" because of his trademark wrestling move, the "Superfly Leap". In a cage match, Snuka was famous for climbing to the top of the cage and then leaping on his opponent. If there was no 
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Superfly Leap
	cage, he would climb to the top rope, leap very high in the air, and then fall on his opponent. Snuka started wrestling as a villain, a bad guy, in the WWE/WWF. He broke a lot of rules. His Superfly Leap, however, made him very popular with wrestling fans. He was fun to watch. Soon he became one of the most loved professional wrestlers of all time.
Do you know where Snuka learned his famous Superfly Leap? He learned it in his native Fiji. Before Snuka was a wrestler he was a cliff diver in Fiji. Snuka went from diving into the cool, beautiful ocean to diving onto the heads of wrestlers like "Rowdy" Roddy Piper and Hulk Hogan!

After cliff diving, he became a body builder. Body builders spend a lot of time building their muscles. They lift very heavy weights. At the gym, Snuka met many wrestlers. They helped him become a wrestler. Although wrestlers seem big and scary at times, wrestling is very much like movie acting.


The actor who plays a doctor is not really a doctor. The wrestler who plays a bad guy isn't a bad guy in real life. Wrestlers are usually very friendly. They are helpful people and good to be around. 
Snuka says "They were all great, and I loved working for them all. It is so much fun to share your spirit with different people and have a good time."
Snuka has retired from professional wrestling. Now he helps his son Jimmy Snuka Junior with his wrestling career.
Andre the Giant
Andre the Giant was over 223 centimeters tall. He weighted over 227 kilograms. He was truly a giant. This scared people. The fighting in professional wrestling is not real. Wrestlers are very good at making sure they don't really hurt each other with their kicks and punches. Even though many wrestlers know no one really gets hurt in the ring, many were afraid of Andre the Giant. Many wrestlers thought "How could a giant not hurt someone?"
	Andre was what is known as a "gentle giant". He was big but also one of the kindest wrestlers ever. 

You might wonder how Andre got so big. It seems fun to be as big as Andre but you must remember Andre got that big because of a disease. The disease is called acromegaly. 
Most us will stop growing by the time we are in our late teenage years. When you have acromegaly, you keep growing into your adult years. Our heart and bones were not intended to work with a body that big. A heart has to work harder. Bones have to carry more weight. A giant's body is like a large truck with a small car engine. Sadly, Andre's body broke down and he died in 1993. He was 46-years old when he died.

Before he died, however, he became the WWF/WWE World Champion. He beat Hulk Hogan in 1987 during Wrestlemania III.
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Andre also became a very popular movie star in North America. He was best remembered for playing a giant in the movie The Princess Bride.

Wrestling Terminology

Wrastling: Sometimes people call professional wrestling "wrastling" so people don't confuse it with Olympic wrestling.
Match: When two or more wrestlers fight, it is called a match.
Move: In wrestling a move is any kind of punch, kick, leap, or hold you perform on your opponent.

Finishing Move: This is a wrestler's best move. It is the move he uses to beat his opponent and finish the match. Finishing moves always have exiting names like "Atomic Legdrop", "Roaring Elbow", "Front Flipping Powerbomb", or "Crippler Crossface".
Hold: A move that keeps an opponent from moving.

Pin: To pin means to hold your opponent so he cannot move. "Jimmy Sunka did a Superfly Leap on top of Rowdy Roddy Piper and then pinned him to the mat."
Three Count: In wrestling when your opponent is pinned, the referee counts to three. If your opponent can't get up after a three count, you win.
Clothes Line:  A wrestling move where you stick your arm out and let your opponent run into it. He knocks himself out. So called because your arm sticks out and looks like a rope line on which you hang clothes.
Grudge Match: A match between two wrestlers who are known not to like each other.
Unit 8. Starbucks

Starbucks is the world's largest chain of gourmet coffee shops. It started in Seattle, USA in 1971. The very first store was located in Seattle's Pike Place Market.

The first Starbucks store did not serve coffee. It just sold coffee beans. Thirty years ago people had no idea where their coffee beans came from. And people didn't care. The big coffee companies bought the cheapest beans and mixed them.

When Starbucks tried to be different. It told customers where the beans came from. It made sure the beans were of the highest quality. A person could buy a 500g bag of coffee from Brazil, Costa Rica, or Indonesia. Customers eventually wanted to try the coffee before they bought the beans. So Starbucks started making coffee for people to sample.

Seattle itself is a city full of coffee lovers. It rains a lot in Seattle. It is not uncommon in Seattle for it to rain every day for a month. It is a lot like Seoul in July. When people in Seattle can't go outside to enjoy the sun, they drink a cup of liquid sun. Coffee. They hang around dark coffee shops. In coffee shops they write music and poetry. Seattle people live a very bohemian, free-thinking lifestyle.

In 1982 a man named Howard Schultz joined the company. He convinced Starbucks' to open other locations around Seattle. The new locations should serve coffee. Starbucks thought it was a good idea. It let Schultz spearhead an expansion of Starbucks around Seattle. 

In 1985 Schultz took a holiday to Italy and discovered Italians were passionate about a coffee called espresso. Espresso is to coffee what motor oil is to water. It is a very strong coffee.

Schultz tried to convince Starbucks to serve espresso. This time Starbucks didn't take his advice. Schultz was convinced there was a market, however. He started his own chain of Italian coffee houses. Starbucks supplied the beans.

Schultz was slightly ahead of his time. His coffee houses almost went out of business. At one point, it was only the salary of his pregnant wife that kept the company in business. 

Tastes changed and Schultz's coffee shops found a market. He earned enough money from his own coffee business to buy Starbucks. He renamed all his Italian-style coffee shops after Starbucks. The legend was born.

Today there are over 6,000 Starbucks locations world wide. Sometimes people are afraid of big companies like Starbucks. Starbucks, however, tries to stay true to its free-thinking Seattle origins. 

It was the first private company to give all of its employees stock options (actual pieces of the company). Starbucks tries to buy coffee beans from local farmers. Starbucks wants to make sure the money it pays for beans stays in the local community and is not gobbled up by huge corporations.

There are some 50 Starbucks in Seoul alone. The first Stabucks in Seoul is thei Ehwa University location. For a while the Starbucks in Myeong Dong was the biggest Starbucks in the world.

Your teacher, 칼, can be found in the following Starbucks around Seoul: the Anam location near Korea University, the Hyehwa Starbucks, and the COEX Starbucks.

Super Interesting fact: People enjoy coffee because of the taste and the caffeine. Caffeine makes the heart pump faster and it helps people stay awake. Many people think very strong tasting coffee has more caffeine. However, that's incorrect. Strong tasting coffee is made by roasting the beans longer. The longer roasting burns away more caffeine. So milder tasting coffee actually has more caffeine.

	Frappuccino: A frappuccino is a latte made with espresso, milk, and ice. It's all mixed in a blender. 
Biscotti: Biscotti is a very crispy cookie people buy to dip in their coffee.
Cappuccino: Cappuccino is similar to latte. However, it is one third espresso, one third steamed milk, and one third milk foam (the foam is added to the top). Usually chocolate or cinnamon is sprinkled on top.
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Unit 9. A History of Home Video Games
The home video game revolution began in 1977. A company called Atari made the first affordable home game. It was called the Atari 2600. Games for the Atari 2600 were sold on 

	cartridges or "carts". This was a long time before the invention of CDs and DVDs.

The Atari 2600 had 4 kilobytes of memory. The average computer today has 256 megabytes. One megabyte equals 1,000 kilobytes. The average computer today has 64,000 times more memory than the Atari 2600.
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Compared to games today, Atari 2600 games had very poor sound and graphics. But in 1977 it was "state of the art".
	Atari was very successful but everyone wanted to cash in on that success. A hundred different companies began making games for the Atari. Too many games were in stores so no one could charge a lot of money for their game. Very soon, no company could make money selling games. Everyone went bankrupt.
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Pitfall: One of the coolest Atari 2600 games



A few years later, the video game industry rose from its ashes. Nintendo came out with the Nintendo Entertainment System in 1985. Nintendo did a smart thing. It did not let just anyone 

	make a game for its system. Third party game makers were allowed to make only a few games. This way the game market would not get flooded.
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	Sega quickly got into the game with its Sega Genesis. Nintendo had huge market share but Sega knew people did not buy the game console because the console was neat. People bought the console if it had a lot of neat games. Sega also saw that Nintendo 
	


did not have a lot of good sports games. Sega hired popular baseball, basketball, and football stars to appear in their games.

Sega then upped the ante by releasing the Sega Saturn which had a CD drive. Nintendo games were still using carts. CDs were cheaper to make and they held more data. More data meant better games and better sound.

Nintendo soon knew it made a mistake not releasing a CD drive for its system. It went to Sony to get it to create a CD drive. Nintendo made another mistake. After Sony created the CD drive, Nintendo pulled out of the deal. Nintendo went to another company for its CD drive. 

	Sony had invested a lot of money in a game drive. It did not want to lose that investment. Sony cobbled together some hardware around the CD drive and created the first Sony Playstation in 1994.

The Playstation did not sell well at first. However Sony is one of the largest electronics companies in the world. Nintendo was popular but it did not have Sony's deep pockets. 

Sony sold Playstation for less than it cost to make the Playstation. It 
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might cost 300,000 won to make the game but Sony sold it for 200,000 won. Sony had billions and billions of won in the bank. It could afford to lose 100,000 won on each game sold. Nintendo and Sega did not have a lot of money in their banks. 
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	Sony also knew it could sell the game unit at a loss but if lots of people bought it, they would also buy lots of CDs. Sony could make a rich profit selling CDs.

In 2000, Sony released Playstation 2. The Playstation 2 was also sold at a loss. Many people bought the PS2 because it had a DVD drive that let them watch movies. In the year 2000, a PS2 was cheaper to buy than a DVD player that just played movies. 

This was another smart move by Sony. Many adults who might not have bought a video game bought the PS2. Sony increased its customer base. Four years later, Sony has crushed Nintendo and Sega. It now rules the home game market.

Unit 10. The Korean Animation Industry

Few North Americans realize it but many of their favorite cartoons are animated right here in Korea. American cartoon like Clerks, Batman, Superman, and Rugrats are all made by Korean animation studios. Even the most loved American cartoon of all, The Simpsons, is made in Korea.

Why do so many American studios turn to Korea for their animation work? For the same reason North Americans turn to Korea for their televisions, microwaves, and cars. Koreans can do it faster, better, and cheaper.

The average Korean animator makes 2,600,000 won a month. The average American animator makes over 6,000,000 won a month. Korean animation studios can make a 22-minute cartoon for 200,000,000 won an episode. In America many TV shows cost a billion won to make.

The ability of Korean animators to do it faster, better, cheaper has made Korea the world's third largest producer of animated cartoons (America is number one and Japan is number two). There are about 200 animation studios in Korea doing work for American and European clients.
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	AKOM Production Co. in Seoul is the principle animation house used by the producers of The Simpsons. AKOM was founded by Korean-born Nelson Shin. Shin got his start in animation in the 1970s. He worked in America for Warner Brothers. This is the company that made Bugs Bunny as well as The Matrix movies. Shin also worked for George Lucas on the original Star Wars movie. Shin made the lightsabers glow. Shin moved back to Seoul and started AKOM in 1985.


How did Korea become a powerhouse in the world of animation? Korea was quick to adopt computers to expedite the process of animation. In North America, there is a tendency to fear technology. Many companies are slow to adopt new technologies for fear it will put people out of work and the technologies are too hard to learn. Koreans tend to be much more comfortable around computers and accept rapid change as part of life. 

The Korean government and Korean universities also helped support the animation industry. In North America there are only a dozen universities that offer animation programs. In Korea there are over 150 schools that offer training in animation.

The only downside of the Korean animation boom is so far Korea's animation houses have not been successful in selling their own stories to the rest of the world. The majority of cartoons produced are for English and French clients. Korea's own stories have not found a bigger audience world wide.

That is changing. In 2002, the feature-length Korean cartoon My Beautiful Girl, Mari put Korea on the map. It won the grand prize in France's Annecy International Animated Film Festival. This film festival is considered the most prestigious film festival in the world.
If you are good at drawing, love computers, and like cartoons, you should consider an education in animation. Animators are in high demand in North America. With good English skills, you could write your own ticket and work in North American cities like Toronto, Orlando (home of Disney World), Los Angeles, San Francisco, or New York City.

Terminology

Outsourcing: When a company sends work to another company that can do the work faster, better, and/or cheaper.

Animation: The display of images which are slightly different in their placement, shape, size, lighting and so on which, when shown consecutively, give the illusion of motion. 
Cel: This is a clear piece of plastic onto which an image is drawn. The picture’s outline is drawn on the front of the cel and then it is colored along the back. 
Animation By the Numbers: A motion picture is projected at 24 frames per second (fps). In a two hour movie this would be 173,000 frames that are projected, this would also be the number of cels (at least) that would need to be created. 
Claymation: A form of stop motion where the objects to be animated are made of clay. Wallace and Gromit is an examples of this art. 
Flash: The most common animation program for the Internet. Many ‘animations’ found on WebPages are done with Flash. 
Shockwave: A computer animation program. This has become popular with many of the Internet sites that provide cartoons. 
Anime: Popular in Japan, this animation style is known for its dark feel and real world look. 
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
